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General Class Expectations and Requirements for ENG 9
1. Bring all required materials to class every time.  The materials required for English 9 are:

Binder with 3-holed paper or a well organized folder
Pens (black or blue only for all homework/assignments)

Pencils/erasers

Highlighter(s)

Sticky notes 
Current text

Independent reading novel/book

Flash drive

As a rule, you will not be given permission to go get materials from your locker.    As a high school student, it is required that you remember what to bring every time.  

2. Our classroom is small.  Large book bags and gym bags are to be left outside on the table provided.  If you have your bag in the classroom, you must place it under your desk or chair so that I don’t trip over it.
3. Students are expected to participate actively and effectively during class time, and to respect the rights of others to be heard.   Appropriate participation in small and large groups is worth 10% of your grade.  
4. Wasting time, fooling around, bothering others, or being in any way disrespectful to the teacher or other students will not be tolerated.  Students displaying inappropriate or disruptive behavior will be asked to leave the room, and additional disciplinary actions may be taken involving the Dean of Students.  As high school students, you are expected to demonstrate appropriate classroom behavior at all times.  
5. Students must be prepared to hand in homework at the BEGINNING of class, printed out, following correct assignment format.  
6. Students are responsible for contacting a friend or the teacher for missed work.  Asking what you missed right before class starts is not optimal; please speak to me BEFORE that, or e-mail me.  
7. Late work penalties:
NO LATE WORK IS ACCEPTED unless arrangements for an extension have been made PRIOR to the due date.  This is HS English Department Policy.  If you know you cannot complete an assignment on time due to illness, family emergency, injury, etc., ask for an extension BEFORE the assignment is due, and there will likely be no deductions.   Otherwise, no late work accepted, and a score of ZERO is earned.
8. Any student who cheats, copies work, allows others to complete work for them (including tutors), or allows anyone to copy their work will automatically receive a zero for that assignment.  As well, the Dean of Students will be notified, leading to additional consequences, including notifying your parents and a record made in your file.
All students will set up an account on TurnItIn.com and submit any and all assignments the teacher requests.  Submission to Turnitin.com must also be ON TIME (the morning of the due date of the assignment) or the student risks significant grade reduction.

Plagiarism is a serious offense, and will never be tolerated.

9. Attendance/Tardies  - I take attendance at the start of each class.  If you are late for class, you will be marked tardy.  We do not have bells in the high school.  You are required to make note of class starting times and be there on time.   Make sure you wear a watch.   You have 10 minutes of ‘passing time’ most days, which is plenty of time to get to your next class.  
10. Blogging – Over the course of the next few weeks, you will be expected to set up a blog through inside.isb where you will house your writing portfolio throughout the year.  More information will be provided in class.

Now that you are in High School, it is expected and required that you are entirely responsible for your own behavior and learning.  If you need help, don’t understand something, or need other assistance, PLEASE ASK.   I am happy to help you, but you also need to be willing to help yourself.

Remember to take advantage of the every-other-day schedule.  You always have 2 days to ask for help, feedback, or clarification.
